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KUCI is Orange County's finest (and only) alterna-
tive station. So.. what exactly is alternative music?
Alternative music is all about preserving the artistry
and creativity in music. It's not just bands who
couldn’t make it to commercial radio: the bands
simply don’t fit the restrictive formula that the music,
“industry” has found profitable. When bands sell out
and try to fit the marketable mold, they fall into an
inevitable rut, whereas alternative bands are more
free from industry demands to explore progressive
styles.

Alternative music, however, is dying! Independent
labels are being replaced by “alternative” branches of
the two mega-conglomerates Sony & Time /Warner.

The bottom line is profit, not music, as shown in the
/// switch from albums to CDs, which cost them half as

much to make and yet they cost us twice as much to
buy. This is typical of the moneymaking schemes of
corporate rock and what it amounts to is bullshit.
The real bottom line is that music is an artform and
not a product.
